
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDINGPRIVATE 


This MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU) entered into this ___ day of ___________________, 2001 between the NEBRASKA EDUCATIONAL TELECOMMUNICATIONS  COMMISSION, hereinafter called the COMMISSION, and the LINCOLN AMATEUR RADIO CLUB,  Lincoln, Nebraska, hereinafter called LARC.


The COMMISSION owns and maintains antenna-supporting towers (structures) and equipment at Air Park, Lincoln, Nebraska coordinates and south of Mead, Nebraska.coordinates said station location; and 
NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:


1.
The COMMISSION agrees:



(a)
To permit LARC to place radio antennas on said antenna-supporting structures, and to place coaxial radio frequency transmission lines in said structures at the COMMISSION'S sites at above coordinates for Air Park and Mead.



(b)
To permit LARC to house transmitting and receiving equipment of LARC in the existing buildings at said sites.



(c)
To permit LARC to use one 20 amp electrical circuit at no cost while the LARC transmit and receive equipment is used for National Weather Service storm spotting and other related emergencies.


2.
LARC agrees:



(a)
That the equipment to be used shall be listed in Exhibit "A" attached hereto.



(b)
That no changes in transmit/receive equipment or operating frequencies shall be made by LARC without prior notification to the COMMISSION.



(c)
That LARC shall list in Exhibit “A” and furnish to the COMMISSION information as to dimensions, weights, and wind loading data on all antennas to be installed under this Agreement.  LARC shall make no installation of equipment until it has outlined in its installation plans to the COMMISSION and received approval.



(d)
To install, operate and maintain its equipment in a safe and proper manner, and as prescribed by the Federal Communications Commission's Rules and Regulations applicable to said stations.



(e)
To install or operate no equipment which, either by the reason of installation or operation of the same, causes harmful interference to the normal transmitting or receiving conditions of the COMMISSION.

(f)
To ensure that an NET representative is present during any equipment maintenance


and/or tower climbing by the LARC technician or if applicable, tower service 


company.  The  tower service company shall provide a CERTIFICATE of


INSURANCE to the COMMISSION before any tower climbing occurs.  Minimum


Requirement is at least $1,000,000 General Liability and $500,000 Workers


Compensation coverage. 



(g)
That the antenna-supporting structures and other facilities of the COMMISSION  covered by this Agreement shall be used by LARC as a part of the TWO-WAY  COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM FOR public service use and not for private or other commercial uses.



(h)
That the LARC will be responsible for the correct installation of the antennas and other equipment added to the antenna structures of the COMMISSION



(i)
To indemnify and hold harmless the COMMISSION from any and all claims by any person, including employees of the COMMISSION and LARC, for damages to persons or property caused by or arising out of the construction, maintenance, operation, or location of the said equipment of LARC.



(j)
Access to the premises shall be available only to employees and agents of




LARC who have been authorized in writing to have access to and upon the tower in which LARC equipment is located.  The name of all people going on the tower will be kept by the Commission.


3.
This MOU may be terminated by the COMMISSION or LARC at any time upon two (2) months written notice by either of said parties.


4.
In the event of termination of this MOU, LARC shall remove all radio equipment, transmission lines, antennas, and other equipment, installed by LARC provided, however, that the antenna-supporting structure improvements, together with any other thing necessary to the continued uninterrupted operation of the COMMISSION'S television station will remain at said television site and title thereto shall revert to the COMMISSION at no cost thereof.  Such removal shall be done subject to the supervision and control of the COMMISSION.
